Gibb Mansion Restoration 2005 AWARD

Though not protected by Landmark designation, the
Pratt Area Community Council acquired the severely
deteriorated Gibb Mansion in 1998. Located in
Bedford-Stuyvesant, the once-dilapidated mansion
has been transformed into service-enriched housing
for low-income community residents living with HIV/
AIDS. Their renovation of this structure showed a
remarkable sensitivity to the value of New York's
historic built environment.

2009 also marked
the 10th cycle of
the Seven to Save
program. The
League celebrated
by taking stock of

its achievements.

As a result of Seven to Save
visibility and intervention,

26 properties have been “saved”
and dozens more have benefited
from the League’s core programs
including Public Policy and
Legal Services. Only six designees
have been lost despite valiant
efforts of the League and many
partners. Preserve New York
grants have funded 20 projects
which led to landmark designa-
tions and rehabilitation plans.

The Seven to Save program
continues to mobilize commu-
nity leaders and decision makers
to take action when historic
resources are threatened. With
this designation the League
provides invaluable technical
and legal assistance, increased
media coverage and public
awareness, and counsels endan-
gered properties to seek new
funding sources.

Magdalen Island

RED HOOK, IN TIVOLI
BAYS, DUTCHESS
COUNTY

Period of Significance:
Late Archaic, 6,000-3,000 years ago,
through post-contact period

Threat:
Looting

Studies of Magdalen Island
have shown that from the
Late Archaic through the
post-European contact
period, the island has been
used as a seasonal home

by both Native Americans
and Euro-Americans. The
League convened a meeting
with Hudson River Heritage
and the NYS Department of
Environmental Conservation
to discuss how a stronger
public-private partnership
could safeguard this and
other archeological sites in
the Hudson River Valley,
and supported tougher anti-

looting laws enacted in 2009.

Jan Van Hoesen
House

CLAVERACK.
COLUMBIA COUNTY

Date of Construction:
early 18th century

Threat:
Deterioration

Jan Van Hoesen, who

built this house, was the
grandson of Jan Franz

Van Hoesen, the original
patentee of the area in the
1660s. The farmstead,
while encroached upon by
the adjacent mobile home
park, remains intact and
undisturbed. The League
worked with the Van
Hoesen House Preservation
Foundation throughout
2009 to raise awareness

of this house, and led a
members-only tour of this
property and another Seven
to Save site, the Plumb-
Bronson House. League
staff continues to advise on
issues related to stewardship
of this important property.
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Gunboat Spitfire

LAKE CHAMPLAIN,
ESSEX AND CLINTON
COUNTIES

Date of Construction:
1776

Threat:
Natural, including non-native aquatic
species, and vandalism

This vessel was part of the
American fleet that held the
British at bay for a year and
contributed to the American
victory at Saratoga in 1777.
Not only is the Spitfire the
most significant underwater
archeological site on the
bottom of Lake Champlain;
it llustrates the interconnected
history of the Hudson and
Champlain valleys. The
League assisted the Lake
Champlain Maritime
Museum in its efforts to
publicize the Spitfire’s
significance and plight.

Threat:
Many years of unchecked
deterioration

Samuel Plumb, owner and
operator of a fleet of tow
boats on the Hudson River,
purchased this property and
built this residence in 1811.
In 1838 Dr. Oliver Bron-
son hired famed architect
A.J. Davis to embellish the
house, then brought him
back in 1849 to reorient
the house to the Hudson
River. The League worked
with Colleague group
Historic Hudson by sup-
porting funding requests
and identifying a range of
professionals to work on
the house. Historic Hudson
competed successfully for a
$9,000 Preserve New York
grant toward an historic
structure report for

the house.

Fort Montgomery

ROUSE"S POINT,
CLINTON COUNTY

Date of Construction:
1844-1872

Threat:
Deterioration, need for stabilization

Situated on the border
between the U.S. and
Canada, Island Point is
where Lake Champlain
enters the Richelieu River.
Fort Montgomery was built
in the mid-19th century and
seen as a crucial fortification
by Civil War strategists. The
League worked with site
owners and others to publi-
cize its importance, and in
September the property was
opened for one weekend
and attracted over 2,000
visitors. The League contin-
ues to work with the owners
and conservation groups on
a use and protection strategy
for this remarkable site.

Burden Iron
Works Museum

TROY, RENSSELAER
COUNTY

Date of Construction:
1881-1882

Threat:
Deterioration

This building stands as an
important reminder of the
Hudson River’s industrial
heritage. Robert Robertson
designed the building as the
offices of the Burden Iron
Company, the first in the
world to manufacture
horseshoes by machine.
The site is now operated

as a museum of commerce
and industry, as well as

the offices of the Hudson
Mohawk Industrial Gateway,
the not-for-profit which
owns the building. The
League supported funding
requests and participated in
public programs to enhance
the prospects of completing
needed restoration.

Threat:
Demolition, loss of context

The South Street Seaport
and Fulton Market are
historically linked to Robert
Fulton and his ferry to
Brooklyn. General Growth
Properties had proposed
out-of-scale new develop-
ment, requiring demolition
of the National Register-
eligible New Market Building
and the relocation of the
Tin Building. While the
initial development and
demolition proposal is no
longer in play, the Preserva-
tion League continues to
work with local organiza-
tions in calling for more
comprehensive planning

to protect the South Street
Seaport and other impor-
tant waterfront areas from
inappropriate development.
